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The instruction presents content-related arrangement and technical requirements concerning papers destined to photo-offset printing. Column’s format (printing area without pagination) is 13,5×19cm. Before the main text overview (10–15 lines) of the problem, methods and possibilities of solving the issue. This abstract should be written with width 13cm moved 0,5cm from the left margin (first line with 0, cm indentation) using Times New Roman CE font (font size 9pt, spaces between lines 11pt).

1. PAPER’S TEXT (title 11pt)

 1.1A WAY OF PREPARING TYPESCRIPT (title 9pt)

The main text of the paper should be written with 11pt font, spaces between lines at least 13pt, on full width of the page, that is 13,5cm, indentation - 0,5cm. The shouldn’t be any empty lines inside particular paragraphs. While formatting the text please avoid leaving singular letters at the end of a line, as well as leaving the first line of a new paragraph at the end of a column and the last line of the paragraph at the beginning of a column. There should be at least 5 characters it the last line of a paragraph. Pages of the same height should be paginated with pencil (do not use pagination in text editor). 
1.2.1. MATHEMATICAL FORMULAS AND TABLES ( 9pt)

Mathematical formulas should be written with 11pt font at a column axis (centered), with a formula’s number in round brackets moved to the right edge of the column (as shown below). Variable symbols in formulas and text please write with italics. Spaces between the formula and the text – 1 empty line. Tables (together with title) write with 9pt font, spaces between lines at least 11pt. Title of a table centered.

Other hints:

– round brackets should not be replaced with slashes,

– values ranges should be written without spaces, using (Alt 0150), e.g. 
3–45 MHz.

2. ILLUSTRATIONS
 2.1.  FIGURES AND THEIR LAYOUT
Figures, graphs and photos should be numbered consecutively 1, 2, ..., n. Captions in Polish and English on the figure’s axis (centered). Spaces between figures and text  - one empty line of main text. If an illustration is very small, one can impose the caption (or continue the text) next to it, according to the rule that a figure should be placed on the outer side of a column (even pages – left side, odd pages – right side). For figure captions use 9pt font, spaces between lines at least 11pt. Figures and photos must be computer–designed or scanned and placed it a paper text. Please do not insert any colour lines, which usually in black-white printing are unprintable, as well as rasters.

Photos and other half-tones originals can be submitted separately (living some place for them in a paper’s text) as a printed page or on a tracing paper as well as on a floppy disc. Please describe your figures with a pencil – figure’s number, page number, the way of placing the figure in printed form; in doubtful cases please mark the top of a figure.
REFERENCES (9 pt )

In the main text references should be given in square brackets, e.g. [3]. Bibliographical description of quoted reference according to the pattern, with the names of authors being listed in alphabetical order – size 9pt, spaces between lines at least 11pt. One should give the author’s name, initial of the name, work‘s title (alternatively number of the following issue) or article, magazine’s title which contains the article, place of publishing the work, publishing house, the year of publishing, number of magazine, page’s numbers. While quoting references in Russian one can use Cyrillic alphabet notation or perform transliteration.
